“TTSL-Tourism, territory and local development” 

His duties in the Department have included: vice-president of the course in TTSL, responsible for 
the internationalization of the STCL and TTSL courses and of the Department, scientific director of 
double degrees with Université de Savoie-Mont-Blanc and Universidad Rey Juan Carlos.
